Whose Job is it Anyway?
Objective:  Students will be able to identify each of the branches of government at the local, state, and national level and the responsibilities of each branch.

Materials Needed:  Chart paper, variety of newspapers, markers, scissors, tape

Best Practices: Social Studies # 2,4 ; Reading 3,4 6

Procedures;

Small groups of students work together to choose 3 articles from newspapers, one for each branch of government. Cut the articles out and tape under the correct branch

(sometimes articles will fall under more than one branch and they must determine which branch to tape the article under). Each group must discuss and summarize each of the three articles and explain which branch of government would address the issue. Then each group chooses a spokesperson to share information with class.
