Public Policy Issue or Not-That is the Question??????

Lesson on identifying Public Policy issues.  Divide group into small groups. Each group will get a copy of this paper. Creating a T-chart, students must list on each side of the chart if the statement is or is not public policy. 

Presenter for each group will then share group thoughts with the whole class

Public Policy or Not Statements

After years of vandalism, the residents at Anytown Neighborhood create a “Neighborhood Watch” group that will help them spot crime. 

The Anytown Council decides to put parking meters on Main Street 

Local citizen Ethel Excitement, in response to increased air pollution, writes her state legislature with a demand to fix the problem. 

The Students in Anytown Middle School enact a program to deal with plagerism

The students at Anytown Middle School vote to use school resources to set up a newspaper at school that will be published once a week. 

The teachers at Anytown Middle School vote to strike after reaching an impasse with district officials. 

The principal at Anytown Middle declares that all homeroom classes will have a flag salute daily. 

The Anystate legislature requires all public schools to provide instruction in Algebra by the 8th grade. 

The Anystate legislature increases sales tax by one-fourth cent per dollar to provide enough funds for local education

The residents with lots adjacent to a polluted creek commit to 2 hours clean-up work per week, thereby greatly improving the quality of the creek.
